If you have ever contemplated
the stone monument and por-
trait bust of Margaret Fairley
in the park, you may have
wondered about its history
and the reason for its name.

Who was Margaret Fairley?

Née Keeling, she was born in
Yorkshire, England in 1885
and educated at Oxford.

She met her husband, Barker
Fairley, at the University of
Alberta, where he was a lec-
turer and Margaret was Dean
N . . _of Women.

Her party membership led to
an infamous incident when
the Fairleys were attending
the Cultural and Scientific
Conference for World Peace
(aka the Waldorf Conference)
in New York in 1949.

The American government,
suspicious that the conference
was a hotbed of communist
activity, was on the lookout
for a scapegoat.

Barker and Margaret were
called away from the opening
banquet and interrogated by
the US Immigration Service.
Margaret, then a 65-year-old
grandmother, was rapidly
deported as a "threat to na-
tional security".

The Fairleys were banned for
life from entering the US, a
restriction that seems not to
have hindered their respective
careers.

Margaret's connection to our
neighbourhood park dates
from 1965, when she began
to agitate for a park space for

children in the community.

According to the Harbord Vil-
lage District Plan, several
houses at the corner of Bruns-
wick and Ulster had been de-
molished in 1960.

Although | would need to do
more research to confirm the
fact, it seems the land was

the site of a proposed apart-
ment development that would
have dramatically changed the
character of the neighbour-
hood.

Margaret collected hundreds
of signatures on a petition in
support of turning the land
into a park, achieving success
in 1967.

She died the following year at
the age of 82, so she would
have lived to see the park in
use but still nameless.

Her many friends in the com-
munity recognized the chance
to pay a fitting tribute to her
memory, and on the evening
of June 23, 1972, the City

dedicated the park to Marga-
ret Fairley.

The portrait bust in the park is
the work of Margaret's friend,
sculptor Pauline RedseH
Fediow. Its installation in 1973
was organized and paid for by
a group of friends and sup-
porters.

There seems to be renewed
community interest in caring
for the park, which although
well-loved, is maintained only
minimally by the City. It's
good to keep in mind that
neighbourhood activism lies at
the historical roots of this
cherished green space. The
investment we may make in
caring for the park builds on
the legacy of Margaret Fairley.

Now that many residents no
longer own cars, unused park-

ing pads are raising tempera-
tures on hot summer days and
preventing nearby trees from
absorbing the rainwater they
need.

We are offering $150 grants
to the first five homeowners in
2009 who remove 100 sq. ft.
of pavement for space to
plant a backyard tree.

Depending on the access to
your backyard, a contractor is
likely to charge $400 to $500.
